JOHANN’S BAR & GRILL 
 
This month’s spotlight I visited with someone 
who is no stranger to the Tavern League.  
Steve Johann of Johann’s Bar and Grill has 
been a Tavern League member since 1989.   
 
In 1989, Johann opened his first bar 
appropriately named Johannes Bar and Grill 
in Richford, WI. In 1998, he built his new bar 
even bigger and better. Known as a popular 
stop for bikers, Johann insists it is not your 
stereotypical “biker bar.”  People of all ages 
are welcome, and while there is a huge array 
of biker apparel (boots, leather jackets, hats) 
available, there also is so much more, 
including Nascar and dart products.  
 
Johann’s is open 364 1/2 days a year, 7 days 
a week from 6am-bar time.  Regulars to the 
bar will tell you that Johann’s is well known 
as the “best breakfast in the county.”  
Breakfast is served from 6am-10am on 
weekdays, and 6am-2pm on weekends.  This 
is followed by lunch, and dinner is served 
until 1am. Specials include their Friday Night 
Fish Fry, and Wednesdays they offer a 12oz 
Ribeye w/ potato for only $10. 
 
Johann’s offers “ho-made” pizza delivery 7 
days a week. They deliver to Neshkoro, 
Wautoma, Coloma, Westfield, Hancock, 
Wood Lake, and other surrounding areas.  
Delivery times are 5pm-10pm on weekdays, 
and 5pm-12am on the weekend.
